	Scenario 2

	Scenario 3
Your partner was tested and is HIV positive.
 
Instructions: Write him a letter. Tell him what it means to you that he is HIV positive.
	Scenario 4
Your partner was tested and has syphilis.
 
Instructions: Write him a letter. Tell him what it means to you that he has syphilis.

	Scenario 5
Your partner was tested and does not have any STDs.
 
Instructions: Write him a letter and tell him what it means to you that he doesn't have any STDs.
	Scenario 6
Your partner was tested twice for HIV within three months and is not infected with HIV.
 
Instructions: Write him a letter. Tell him what it means to you that he is not infected and what you want to do for the future.



	Scenario 7
You were tested for STDs and the results showed that you were not infected.
 
Instructions: Write yourself a letter—"Dear Me"—and tell yourself what it means to you that you did not have any STDs.
	Scenario 8
You were tested for STDs and the results showed that you had Chlamydia.
 
Instructions: Write yourself a letter—“Dear Me”—and tell yourself what it means to you that you have an STD.

	Scenario 9
You were tested for HIV and the results showed that you tested negative.
 
Instructions: Write yourself a letter—"Dear Me"—and tell yourself what it means to you that you are probably not infected with HIV.
	Scenario 10
You thought about getting tested for HIV and decided not to do it. You don't want to know if you are infected.
 
Instructions: Write yourself a letter—"Dear Me"—and tell yourself what it means to you that you do not know if you are infected with HIV.
