
Nia: Participant Screening Questions

Begin by doing a brief introduction to or recap of the Nia intervention.  Explain that Nia is a program designed to help prevent the spread of HIV in their community.
1. Have you had sex with a woman in the last six months?  (If no, individual is not eligible for Nia.  Tell them that they are not eligible for these groups, and thank them for their time.  Ask them if they know anyone that would be eligible for the program.  If yes, provide them marketing materials?)
2. Have you had sex with either a man or a woman without using a condom in the last six months?  (If no, individual is not eligible for Nia. Tell them that they are not eligible for these groups, and thank them for their time.  Ask them if they know anyone that would be eligible for the program.  If yes, provide them marketing materials?)
Explain when the Nia groups will meet and for how long.

3. Are you able to commit to (# of sessions) (length of each session) sessions? (If no, individual is not eligible for Nia.  If unsure, discuss individual’s concerns/conflicts and determine if they are eligible.)
4. What has been your experience with support groups or discussion groups? 
5. What do you like most about groups? 
6. What do you like least about groups? 
7. How do you feel you will benefit from participating in a Nia group? 
8. How do you handle tension or conflict within groups of people?
9. What do you see as your best quality (or character trait)?
10. What quality (or character trait) would you like to improve? 
11. How comfortable would you be sharing information about your sexual experiences with others while attending a Nia group?
12. How comfortable would you be attending group with someone who has sex with both men and women?
HIV TESTING QUESTIONS:

13. Have you ever been tested for HIV?  
If yes, ask the following questions:

a. When was your last test?  
b. Do you know your results?  

c. Would you like another test? (If yes, work with the clinic to make them an appointment.)

If no, explain that we have a clinic that provides free testing and ask:

Would you like to be tested?  (If yes, work with the clinic to make them an appointment.)
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
